Her gourd
designs have won both
the juror’s and the
people’s award at the
Kona Coffee Art Show.

Before her move to
Hawaii she spent several

years designing ladies
clothing in her own
manufacturing business.
In preparation, she
studied at New Mexico
State University and the
University of Texas, in
addition to many
workshops and studies in
painting with a variety of
