Because of the lengthy 

and intensive production 

disciplines, many pieces 

requiring five to twelve 

firings at 1800 to over 

2000 degrees, availability 

was limited.  Now, 

Gerstner’s intricate 

creations, large and 

small, painted with highly 

reflective translucent 

colors, are presented at 

reasonable prices. 

Gerstner has been a 

porcelain artist for over 

30 years, and her move 

to Kona from Los Angles 

10 years ago opened up 

the innumerable 

inspirations of tropical 

birds, fish and flowers  

 

 

which she paints on 

her hand built 

porcelain creations.  

Because of popular 

interest in these 

techniques, Gerstner 

teaches classes in 

her Big Island home
