Kailua Village Artists Reception 
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The Art of  Growing Coffee 

 

 

Steve Rice and his wife, Colleen, have been a 

part of the Big Island of Hawaii for over 30 

years,  as visitors,  part time residents, and 

finally,  full time.  Steve holds degrees in both 

biological science and art, and taught high 

school biology and science for 32 years.  

Upon retiring from their teaching careers 

about 8 years ago Steve and Colleen moved 

to Hawaii to pursue their creative interests. 

Steve joined the Kailua Village Artists co-op, 

and with some success began to sell 

watercolor and acrylic paintings. 

They found land overlooking Kailua-Kona, and 

Colleen began to design their dream house 

which is now a reality.  The problem was that 

this beautiful acre is covered with Kona coffee 

trees!  The soil is deep and rich; there is the 

cooling afternoon cloud cover, lots of rain from 

mauka (mountain) showers at an elevation of 

1650 feet.  These conditions are perfect for 

growing great Kona coffee.  Being unable to 

stand the thought of taking out all the trees… 

they removed just enough trees to build the 

house.  Now they had to learn the art of 

growing coffee.  Steve comments, “This is not 

the easiest crop to manage and being a 

coffee farmer with over 600 trees was not 

really in the retirement plans.”   

So, teachers became students.  They learned, 

while constructing the house and working on 

growing his art career, the art of Kona coffee.  

They learned: 

Coffee trees like to be pruned… a lot.  The 

grass in between the rows of coffee grows like 

weeds, and must be mowed at least weekly.  

Coffee likes specific fertilizer at specific times 

of the year. They also learned the cycles of 

the plants:   Beginning in about late January 

the tree produce great quantities of white 

blossoms (locally called “Kona Snow”). Small 

green oval fruit is produced after thousands of 

bees have done their thing. The fruit 

containing two coffee beans continues to 

develop and grow.  By August the coffee fruit 

begins to ripen and turn bright red, at this 

stage the fruit is called coffee cherry. 

And then there is the harvesting:  Picking 

coffee looks really easy, but it is a very 

demanding task and their trees really 

produce a lot of coffee.  In the beginning 

years they simply sold the coffee to other 

farms.  

“Upon realizing that our small little farm 

was producing really good quality Kona 

coffee, this year we decided to process, 

mill and roast the coffee from our own 

farm.”   

Steve called upon his art talents and 

designed the coffee bag label using an 

original watercolor that he painted 

specifically for that use.  This year he will 

be entering the coffee label and coffee 

themed art in the Kona Coffee Cultural 

Festival competition and the coffee will 

be judged in the coffee cupping contest.   

Keopu Mill Farm also participated in the 

annual Holualoa Village Coffee Tasting 

and Art Stroll along with some selected 

art on Saturday November 7th.  

Steve is still painting and selling his  art, 

but in addition has added another type of 

art… the art of growing and selling a 

great tasting 100% Kona coffee.  Keopu 

Mill Coffee can now be purchased at the 

Kailua Village Artists Gallery located in 

the Keauhou Beach Resort Hotel.
