In 1991 Kathleen was given a National
Endowment for the Arts fellowship. For decades, she taught alternative Polaroid techniques and
Photoshop in colleges, art centers and the San Francisco Art Institute. She still offers private
instruction in photography, Photoshop and the digital darkroom. Her award-winning work has been
exhibited internationally, purchased for private collections, and has appeared in numerous books
and periodicals. Her four books are Dolphins: Kindred Spirits; Polaroid Transfers; Polaroid
Manipulations (Amphoto Books 1997 & 2002), and To Honor the Earth (HarperSanFrancisco,
1991). She is president and a founding member of SOKO (South Kona Artists Collective) and a
member of the art group, West Hawaii Artists Tribe (WHAT).
